If Ms. Wong no longer provides
assistance to Ms. Zhu in relation to the duties as a company secretary, such waiver will
be revoked forthwith. The Company will notify the Hong Kong Stock Exchange prior
to the expiry of the Waiver Period in order to conduct reassessment on such waiver. As
the Hong Kong Stock Exchange expects that, after the expiry of the Waiver Period, the
Company will be able to demonstrate that Ms. Zhu fulfils the requirements as set out in
Rule 3.28 of the Listing Rules under the assistance provided by Ms. Wong, no further
waiver will be required.
