Ms. TSANG Mei Kuen is an employee of the
Company and a fellow member of each of The Hong Kong Institute of Chartered Secretaries
and The Institute of Chartered Secretaries and Administrators, U.K., and meets the
requirements under Rule 3.28 of the Listing Rules. The Company will notify the Stock
Exchange to re-visit the situation at the end of the three-year period and expects to
demonstrate that Mr. LUO Nan can satisfy the requirements under Rule 3.28 of the Listing
Rules such that a further waiver will not be necessary.
